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Ryan Baskin was a passionate fisherman, hunter and hockey player who was on his journey to become a Conservation Officer. Animals, children
and living life to the fullest were also precious to Ryan in this life. In May 2005, Ryan was rushed to The Ottawa Hospital’s Civic Campus after a
serious car accident. He fought for his life in the Intensive Care Unit (ICU) for a week before succumbing to his injuries — one day prior to his
19th birthday.
